Sometimes people ask, “Does a 
Protestant have to be rebaptized to 
enter and join the Catholic Church?” 
The short answer is no. The Rite of 

Christian Initiation of Adults explains, ”Baptism is a sacra-
mental bond of unity linking all who have been signed by it. 
Because of that unchangeable effect, the rite of baptism is held 
in highest honor by all Christians. Once it has been validly 
celebrated, it may never lawfully be repeated” (The Rites, 
Volume One, General Instruction, RCIA 4). 
By validly celebrated I mean, the pouring or plunging into wa-
ter, three times, utilizing the Trinitarian formula, “I baptize 
you, in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Spirit.” To assist the ministers of baptism, the Catholic 
Church provides us with a list of those Protestant Churches 
whose baptisms are considered valid in our Catholic Church. 
Adults who need to receive  baptism, request preparation in the 
catechetical study of the Catholic Faith. This preparation lasts 
for about 8 months. After that they will be received into full 
communion with the Catholic Church the following Easter 
season. Those who were baptized, receive their First Holy 
Communion  and the Sacrament of Confirmation on the same 
day. Baptism confers the character of Christ, making it perma-
nent and irrevocable. As St. Paul wrote, “there is one Lord, 
one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over 
all and through all and in all.” (Ephesians $:1-6). We will 
continue exploring the Sacrament of Baptism over the course 
of the next several weeks.
